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President, Bill Smith, called the regular meeting of the Town Council to order at 7:30 p.m. in the Town Hall with council members Brad Korff & Kenneth Temme present. Also present were Town Attorney Adam Farrar and Maintenance employee Garry Sierra.

Brad Korff made a motion, seconded by Ken Temme, to approve the minutes from the April 10, 2007 meeting. The motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.

There was no financial report prepared due to no access to bank statements.
Bill Smith made a motion, seconded by Brad Korff, to approve the claims on the Accounts Payable Voucher. The motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.
CLERK-TREASURER:

OLD BUSINESS:
Brad Korff, David Whipple, Kenneth Temme and Pam Ambrose interviewed candidates to replace the Town Clerk-Treasurer position.  They found the Mallory Lowe was the best fit for the position.  Mallory Lowe accepted the position based on the agreement that health care coverage and retirement would be provided.  Council agreed. Brad Korff stated they are currently looking into IACT’s Medical Trust Health program.  

Brad Korff made a motion, seconded by Kenneth Temme, to appoint Mallory Lowe, upon completion of the bond requirements, to fill the position of Clerk-Treasurer, which was vacated by Pamela Ambrose on April 30, 2007. The motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.

The oath of office was administered to Mallory Lowe by Attorney Adam Farrar.

NEW BUSINESS:
Brad Korff made a motion, seconded by Kenneth Temme, for the second reading of ORDINANCE 2007-3, Amendment to Ordinance 1993-3, GOVERNING THE ALLOCATION OF SEWER TAPS IN THE TOWN OF DARMSTADT.  The motion passed on second reading by a 3-0 voice vote.

Mallory Lowe suggested setting a special meeting date for May 22, 2007 for the Homestead Resolution.  Adam Farrar suggested we call the Courier Press to find out if Pam Ambrose had published a notice in the newspaper for the Homestead before leaving on vacation.  Adam Farrar advised that it needs to be published 10 days before the meeting.  Mallory Lowe said she would call the newspaper and take care of the advertising if it has not already been done.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS:

Brad Korff reported receiving several calls from well users concerning the new sewer rates.  Brad proposed using a two tier billing system.  Brad suggested the council review the sewer billing for well customers. 

Brad Korff also stated that there was question as to due dates if the 10th falls on a Sunday, Holiday or any day where residents could not make their payments at Old National Bank.  Council agreed to extend a grace period to next business day, if not already in ordinance, when sewer billing due date falls on a day the bank is not open.  Brad Korff made a motion, seconded by Bill Smith, motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.  
Bill Smith inquired about selling the town property directly north of the town hall.  The council voiced concern that it may be in a flood prone area.  After discussion, Brad Korff suggested having an appraisal done on the property.  
Bill Smith also advised that he will be resigning by the next meeting.  He concluded that Roger Bippus will be taking his place on the board and David Whipple will become president.

ATTORNEY COMMENTS:
No attorney comments.

GARRY SIERRA COMMENTS:
Garry Sierra suggested using Darmstadt as positive promotional advertising for the company who provides us with hydrogen sulfite tablets.  The hydrogen sulfite tablets are currently $90.  Mr. Sierra suggested the advertising could save the town about $3000 a year.  Mr. Sierra advised that the F150 needs new tires and that the sewer truck is still having trouble with the transmission.  Garry also stated how hard he has been working, how much stress he is under and how many hours he has put into his job.  He expressed concern that much of his hard work and dedication to his job has gone unappreciated by some of the council members.  Garry advised that he would like to work with the council to resolve any issues there may be.  He appreciates the support of the council and wants to work together.
RESIDENT’S COMMENTS:
David Bryant inquired about the 3 sewer taps he has asked for.  Brad Korff made a motion to accept the 3 taps, Kenneth Temme seconded the motion.  The motion was passed with a 3-0 voice vote to grant 3 sewer taps for David Bryant.  Brad Korff then calculated the costs for David Bryant, minus the $200 he had previously paid.  David Bryant then issued a check to the council for $4900 for costs of his 3 sewer taps.  
The meeting adjourned at 8:24 p.m.
