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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, council members Paul Freeman and Phil McElroy. Also present were attorney Jason Spindler and town superintendent Jeff Goerges.  Council member Steve Kahre was absent but on speakerphone.
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the Clerk's Office:  I'm working on all W2's and will have them all completed and mailed out by the end of this month.  We paid all bills we possibly could on last years budget including our last and final payment to Scott Township Fire department which was our last contracted payment.  I will begin working on our annual report to State.  I've submitted our report of Town Officials to State before the Jan 31st deadline.  
In the Utility Department:  I will be filing several sewer liens on properties before the Feb 1st deadline with the county.   Evansville's new 38% rate hike on Darmstadt began this month which will be about $24,000.  

In turn, our 38% rate increase to our town residents began this month. I put the rate increase message on every sewer bill & highlighted it.  
I continue to struggle with Evansville Water to send us accurate reports to bill from.  I know the Grossman's house at 1701 Fleener Road has been completed and lived in for months but Evansville Water still insists they are not hooked up to water.  I went over the lot addresses and even sent Evansville the info on the property from the Assessors website.  I have made a phone call also to Allan Mounts to address the incompetence of procedures in EWSU's billing department.  I have sent a list of 5 properties to be on watch for when they are hooked up to water including Stoneridge Farms.

General Town Items:  We received my required annual bond from Cincinnati Insurance and I've sent it to be recorded in the County Recorder's office as required.
Old Business 

1.  BNH & St Joseph Ave intersection- possibly revert back to 4way stop
Council discussed the intersection and the possibility of making it a 4 way stop.
The Fire Chief Adam Farrar also reported the accidents that occurred at this intersection in the last few years.  Council will meet with Evansville EMP to discuss their recommendations
New Business

Superintendent Report  Aaron reported that the spreader is working well and they have 50 tons of salt in the salt shed.  Aaron also added they have loaded the resident sewer data onto the cloud so him and Jeff can access customer files from anywhere.  Aaron asked Lowe if she had heard anything from EWSU about the property on BNH that was deemed vacant by EWSU but is not vacant.  Lowe said she has reported this several times to EWSU, they acknowledged the situation and said they would send meter reader out to investigate.
Aaron asked Paul Freeman if he followed up with American Eagle Tree trimming about the money they owe us.  
Fire Chief Report 
Board member comments 
Paul mentioned the roads looked good with our last light snow fall.
Kahre asked (via phone) asked Jason Spindler if he had made contact with the homeowner about the trees.  Jason responded that he did call him.  Kahre stated that he is concerned about the tree falling into the road.  

Kahre asked Jason Spindler if we should pass an ordinance now to prevent any future apartment complexes in town and control over future development concerning zoning.  Lowe mentioned a house across from her has industrial zoning.  Lowe added that we are well aware there are a handful of commercial and even industrial zonings within our town limits and would be good to put an ordinance in place to regulate future happenings at these and other locations in town.  Council agreed and would discuss.
Attorney comments

Jason mentioned that concerning the 4way stop, that during our review, we need to also look into INDOT’s requirements.  Council agreed they would contact INDOT to gather their recommendations and requirements.
