Mallory Lowe: Clerk's Office- :  I submitted our budget to State along with our nepotism policy and all was accepted by the Indiana State Board of Accounts.  In the Utility Department:  We continue to have several homes bought & sold in town, we've had 5 just this month.  There are two lots left undeveloped in Shadow Bluff that have taps approved.  I've had a realtor contacting me this about one of them.  We had about 5 residents call me that they didn't receive their sewer bill this month.  I mailed them all like usual at the post office but the residents that didn't receive theirs all seem to be located in the Wortman road, south Darmstadt Road area, so I'm not sure if it was a post office problem or a mail delivery problem, but I hope they are delivered correctly next month. In General Town Items:  As you know, we've received several phone calls from residents about semi trucks and speeding in town.  I have contacted the Vanderburgh Sheriffs dept and the Indiana State Police post about it.  The day after I called, the Sheriff dept had two motorcycle officers stationed on Darmstadt Road in the Bauerhaus parking lot.  When I spoke to the State Police, Lt Brian Bailey was very helpful and offered to assist the Sheriff's dept in setting up patrols for weight limits.  Both departments did point out that we needed to update our town weight limit signs to reflect our ordinance.  The speed limit signs were accurate.
