CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the clerk's office: 
I have submitted to Keystone our required paperwork for our sewer rate increase to take effect January 1st.  Keystone requires at least 6 weeks notice for software rate changes.  All should be ready to go on our software with new rates in January.  I will advertise the rates on the facebook page, website and print notice on the sewer bills in December.

Next month we will need to pass the salary ordinance for 2018.  

We are approaching the end of the year and we are doing very well with our budget numbers.
In the Utility Department:   

We continue to have a leak at the Gribbons home on Wortman road, it leaked 102,000 gallons in July and another 47,000 gallons in August and 31,000 gallons in September and now 18k in October which is over a $500 sewer bill.  Jeff and Aaron know, have been out to investigate.  Council agreed adjustments continue to be made at Clerk & Superintendent's findings and conclusions.  The following will be reviewed for adjustments. 
We also have leaks with: 40k  Steve Kahre (outside by water meter), 18k  Gribbons on Wortman (again/still), 20k  Scott Rideout, 35k  Josh Will (His Mom called they had water line break in front yard, fixed it), 20k  Tom Boutwell. Possible leaks/higher than normal usage: 11k  Jeff & Rachel Day, 11k  Mike Keen, 13k  Steve Knapp 
New rates will be on the January bills sent out end of January and due Feb 10th.

1. Opening of bids for Community Crossings Grant Fund Road work
Stobbs opened the bids we received from JH Rudolph, Metzger and E&B Paving.  The bids were for 6 separate projects plus they could also submit a total for all 6 projects. Council will take the bids under consideration for review. 
Superintendent Report  
Jeff noted that we had 14 sewer service calls last month; this month only 3 so far.  They did a lot of flushing of the air release valves and mapped them. They mowed all the roads, attended a seminar at Straeffer pump and have arranged for DC Metals to start work on the shop roof soon.  Jeff stated they renewed their mapping software for $380 which is now an annual subscription. They read the mag meters and the discharge should be good at just over 2 million next month.  Jeff stated him and Aaron worked on all the small engine equipment, chainsaws, weed eaters, generator, etc to tune them up, put ethanol-free fuel in them and keep them running in good condition.    
Fire Chief Report 
Brandon Zimmer from the Scott Fire Dept stated they did 88 runs last month of those, 15 were in Darmstadt with a response time of 5 minutes.  There were a couple runs that happened at the same time.  Lowe asked about the accident that happened a couple weeks ago at St Joe & BNH and what was the cause.  Zimmer replied a lady heading east on BNH ran the stop sign hitting a truck traveling on St. Joe.    
Board member comments 
Phil McElroy made a motion to increase the original amount we had approved to redo the roof on the shop building  from $14,000 to $15,000.  Freeman seconded the motion.  Motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.  
McElroy updated us on the next steps with our INDOT.  Lowe stated she has requested the agreement from INDOT which was the first step and now we are just awaiting to hear back from INDOT.

Pepper Mulherin from ATT spoke to council about becoming a broadband ready community.  She explained what that meant.  Mulherin stated The Broadband Ready Communities Development Center was created as a tool to encourage broadband development throughout Indiana by serving as an information resource and certifying local communities as being broadband ready. The Broadband Ready Communities Development Center is established by IC 5-28-28.5. Lowe asked how this would affect the franchise we currently have with Spectrum.  Mulherin stated it would not affect it.  Mulherin advised that this broadband ordinance she proposed for Darmstadt to pass would simply show that we are willing for broadband companies to offer their service in our area and perhaps offer more competition.  Council discussed and asked questions.  Council will review and let Mulherin know their decision.
