Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, council members Paul Freeman and Phil McElroy. Also present were attorney Jason Spindler and town superintendent Jeff Goerges.  Council member Steve Kahre was absent.
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the Clerk's Office:  I wanted to keep it short so we could get home to see the presidential election results.  I'm working on preparing everything for year end and working on sewer accounts receivable.  The only thing I wanted to mention was the next IACT roundtable meeting is Tuesday, Nov 22nd in Montgomery, Indiana.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Road repaving for BNH & Darmstadt Road update
Bob Stobbs mentioned that they have spoken with Tim from Metzger about getting it on the schedule for this year but we are still waiting to see when the work can get completed.  Lowe is awaiting the grant money from INDOT.
NEW BUSINESS  

1. Employee Handbook: employees suggested change to the town’s current 

$250 annual boot allowance and $1,500 uniform allowance to be combined
Freeman made a motion to combine the boot allowance & uniform allowance to total $1,000 per employee.  Which is $2,000 total clothing allowance budget.  Clothing allowance is just to be used for work clothing worn at work.  Freeman made motion seconded by McElroy to combine boot & clothing allowance.  Motion passed by 3-0 voice vote.
2. Sewer Rates- Evansville raising rates on Darmstadt again for next 4 years
Lowe presented a spreadsheet showing Evansville rate increases for the next 4 years and also Darmstadt’s rates and proposed rate changes for Darmstadt if we mirror Evansville rate increases for next four years.  She explained that our sewer department has not raised rates in almost 10 years and that we have absorbed several rate increases from Evansville over the years and we cannot afford to do so any longer.  We need to raise our rates.  Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the rates to mirror Evansville rates.  Motion passed by a 3-0 voice vote.
Superintendent’s Report Jeff reported that he and Aaron had completed several sewer calls, they will work on filling pot holes around town.  They have been working with Vectren to do locates for the St Joseph Avenue new pole project which is nearing completion. 
Fire Chief Report
Fire Department fire fighters Riordan and Norris attended meeting and gave a report update on the calls, response times and recent activities of the Scott Twp Fire department.

Phil McElroy mentioned that he took his grandkids to the 4H center and that the playground looked nice.

Carol Schlumpf stated that the guys did a good job mowing the roads.  Carol also mentioned that Mallory Lowe had a good idea on the clothing allowance that there needs to be some guidelines written in the handbook as to exactly what is covered as uniforms by the town.  Council agreed.
