CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the clerk's office:  I continue to work on our year end Annual Report which is due to the state at end of this month.

I completed and mailed out all W2's last month, everyone should have received theirs. 

In the Utility Department:  In the sewer department, I've filed 8 sewer liens on properties with the county a couple weeks ago.  Evansville's new rate hike of 38% on Darmstadt began on our last month's bill which was $24,220.  

In turn, our 38% rate increase to our town residents began last month. First increase we've passed on to our residents in 10 years.  I put the rate increase message on every sewer bill & highlighted it.  I only received a handful of phone calls concerning the new rates which was good.  I also spoke to the ladies at Old National Bank who handle about half of the sewer payments from town residents.  Linda, Sandy & Kelli at Old National said they only heard a couple people complain on the new rates, most everyone was fine and some mentioned they even expected it.  So that was good.

My required annual bond was received from Cincinnati Insurance and recorded in the County Recorder's office.

Old Business 

1.  BNH & St Joseph Ave intersection- possibly revert back to 4way stop
Stobbs noted that we have been gathering information about this intersection.  Dave Wedding stated that he would like to see some more crash data on this intersection.  Wedding did state that speeding is a problem and his department would continue to enforce it.  Wedding also suggested maybe putting in a street light to illuminate the intersection.  
2. Update on Apartment Complex on Old State Rd/Hillsdale  
Jason Spindler mentioned he spoke with Ron London that approval would not be granted without the town signing off on it.
New Business

1. Resolution to purchase Old National Bank building in Darmstadt
Stobbs noted that Steve Kahre has been discussing offers with Old National Bank.  Kahre mentioned that Old National bank has shown interest in leaving the ATM machine.  Kahre mentioned his idea was to turn it into a town hall, community center and a town park. 
Spindler advised that we need two appraisals on the property.  He stated that if we agree on a purchase price that Spindler could create purchase agreement. Spindler needs approval from the council to have the two appraisals ordered.  

McElroy made a motion to adopt the Resolution of interest in purchasing Old National Bank, seconded by Freeman, motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

McElroy made a motion to spend up to $2,000 for appraisals to purchase the Old National Bank property, seconded by Freeman, motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  
Superintendent Report  
Jeff mentioned that there are tree limbs near the St Joseph Ave & BNH intersection that need to be trimmed back.  Jeff will gather an estimate from a tree trimming service to have those limbs removed.  Jeff also mentioned that the auto flush valves weren’t running accurate
Service calls have slowed down, they have 3 pumps left right now.  They had a sewer break when a tree trimming service ran over a valve last fall that broke again.  Jeff has been working on a sewer problem on Brentlynn court.
