Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, Paul Freeman and Phil McElroy. Also present were attorney Jason Spindler, Superintendent Jeff Goerges.  Steve Kahre was absent.
McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the clerk's office:  Lowe stated that the annual report is completed and has been submitted to the state and a full copy has been emailed to all the council members.  Lowe stated that we received our matching grant money. 
In the Utility Department:  Lowe advised that she is receiving more than usual amount of calls from residents with unusually high water meter readings.  She let the residents know that the meter readings come from Evansville Water and to contact them.  Evansville Water finally came out to investigate Gribbons meter on Wortman road after reporting several months of outrageously high readings.  Darmstadt maintenance had found no leaks. Evansville did discover that it was their faulty meter.  EWSU installed a new meter and credited Gribbons 52,000 gallons, will result in over a $900 credit on this sewer account.  Gribbons is aware and pleased that EWSU has corrected the problem.

I had a call from 1541 Fleener that they had a pipe burst in the freezing weather, they have plumbers paperwork and I will be averaging their bill.  We have new homeowners at 12932 Jordan Lane, 900 W. BNH, 1515 W Hillsdale and 425 Shillington Drive.

In General Town Items:  The next Municipal roundtable will be Tuesday, April 10th in Poseyville at the Red Wagon, which is also the same night as our town meeting.  

Old Business 

1. Update on Matching Road Grant
Stobbs stated that we did receive the matching grant money.  Jeff advised that the first work to be done will be the culvert pipe replacement on St Joseph Avenue just north of Boonville-New Harmony Road about March 20th by Relleke Excavating. 
New Business

1. Ordinance 2018-1 Clarifying and Increasing Sewer Tap Fees
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy, motion passed by 3-0 voice vote. 
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to suspend the rules of second reading, motion passed by 3-0 voice vote. The ordinance then passed unanimously.  
Superintendent Report  
Jeff stated that they should have 50 tons of salt delivered tomorrow.  He ordered 80 tons for next year.  Jeff indicated that Straeffer Pump has changed their pumps from the previous 2hp to the new grinder pumps, they will cost about $50 more per pump but they should work better.  Jeff stated they will install 2 new air releases to the sewer system.  
Jeff stated he spoke to Scot Wischer at the Vanderburgh County Garage and that they will replace the large culvert on Boonville-New Harmony between Hoing and Darmstadt road.  He noted that they will try to schedule this to work with the repaving work.  Jeff advised that he has received a quote for a new dump truck of $46,744.75 and that is with government pricing.  The snow plow and spreader would be about an extra $10,000.  Council will wait to see if we have enough funds after this year's attorney fees and matching grant work is completed.
