 Kahre made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  

 Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

Lowe:  I completed and submitted our Annual Report to State on Feb 24th.  In the Utility Department: We had a huge leak on Martin Road of 145,000 gallons. Busted water line outside.  In General Town Items:  I just wanted to mention that the lady who wrote our Town book of Darmstadt history, Shirley Nicholson, passed away last month.

OLD BUSINESS:


1.   Fire Territory with Scott Township

Stobbs noted that we are working on forming a fire territory with Scott Township Fire Department.  Stobbs advised that we just had another open public meeting concerning the fire territory at the Scott Twp Fire Department on Baseline road tonight.  


2.   Jordan Lane quote for repairs

Council discussed the low area on Jordan Lane where water runs across.  Freeman and Kahre will look at it with Jeff Goerges and determine what needs to be done.
NEW BUSINESS

Kahre mentioned that he spoke with Ken Godeke who does playground repair work, to possibly do some repairs at the Center Creek Playground at the 4H Center.  Kahre proposed that we donate up to $3,000 for repairs and contract Ken Godeke to make the repairs. Kahre made the motion, seconded by McElroy to donate $3,000 for repairs to playground equipment at Center Creek Playground.

Superintendent’s Report 

Jeff noted that they have received several replies and helpful information from the letters we sent to residents updating them on the town sewer system, sump pumps and dead trees by the roads.

Jeff advised that he has looked at getting a new pump for the Darmstadt Inn that would actually grind up better than the current grinder pumps we have now.  The pumps at the Darmstadt Inn continually get clogged with wipes, cigarette butts and other material.  Kahre stated he wasn't against trying this new pump that would cost $1,800.

Jeff mentioned that we need to buy pumps as needed because when we buy in bulk and they sit on the shelf until needed they go out of warranty.  Council agreed we will go back to just buying a few pumps as needed.

Jeff noted that we need to put in our State salt bid for next season this month.  

Jeff mentioned he got a quote from ABA for $3800 to replace the garage doors at the shop for 3 overhead 12' by 12' insulated doors.

McElroy made a motion seconded by Kahre to purchase the new garage doors and openers for no more than $5,000.  Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

Board member’s comments 

Stobbs asked what shape our mower deck was in.  Jeff advised it is doing fine for now.

Freeman noted he was glad to see some of the potholes getting patched around town.  

McElroy mentioned he would be happy to help Mallory with the budget this year.  Mallory Lowe mentioned yes, we will begin budget process in about a month.
