Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, council members Paul Freeman, Steve Kahre and Phil McElroy. Also present were attorney Jason Spindler and town superintendent Jeff Goerges.
Kahre made a motion, seconded by Freeman to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  
Kahre made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

In the clerk's office:  We submitted our TIF report to state this morning that was required by April 17th. We completed AIM's annual salary and benefits survey for the state. 

We paid out an annual retirement bonus to Jeff and Aaron last week. 

In the Utility Department:   The big water pipe leak at Dr Kyrstosek's house on Jeffrey court in Febuary was 42,000 gallons that I reported to everyone as last month's meeting.  Well the leak apparently went on for quite some time before it was noticed by the homeowner because last month's usage for Dr Krystosek leak was 195,000 gallons.  The homeowner assures me the leak has been corrected.  His sewer bill this month was over $6,000.  I adjusted for the leak.

Old Business 

1.  BNH & St Joseph Ave intersection- trim trees approaching intersection
Freeman stated that the tree trimming north of the intersection has been completed.
2. Update on Apartment Complex 
Stobbs noted that we are still working on this.  Kahre stated that it is up for a review with the APC on May 18th at 3pm.
New Business

1. Resolution 2017-3 Additional Appropriation to purchase of Old National Bank Bldg
Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to pass the additional appropriation of $125,000 needed to purchase the Old National Bank Building.  Motion passed by a 4-0 voice vote.
Superintendent Report  
Jeff had a report put together at council’s request of culvert pipes around town that need replaced.  Jeff noted, Location #6 is the culvert at Fleener and Darmstadt road.  Kahre noted that there is a company called Edwards Concrete pumping that we could use to make repairs to this location. The Ungethiems who live on that corner of Darmstadt Road and Fleener Road, were present and mentioned they would like to see a culvert pipe put in that ditch.  After some discussion, Jeff and Kahre concluded that they think the water may be following an old bore where the sewer pipe is.  They discussed filling it full of grout.   
Jeff discussed several drainage areas in town he had researched and prepared photos for council.  Council discussed the several areas in town that needed drainage improvements.
Fire Chief Report 
Fire department Chief gave his fire report.  He noted that the Daylight fire station is almost completed.  They have ordered a new fire truck for the Darmstadt station.
