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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, council members Paul Freeman, Steve Kahre and John Sanders. Also present were attorney Krista Lockyear and Superintendent Jeff Goerges.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by Sanders to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by Sanders to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  

Sanders made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

Mallory Lowe:  In the clerk's office:  The Homestead Credit resolution will be coming up soon, we will wait to hear from county as to when they plan to pass theirs so we can coordinate our dates to meet the timeline requirements.  We have paid the annual retirement allowance to Jeff, which is paid just once a year after one full calendar year of employment.  In the Utility Department:  I continue to send out overdue notices.  Our accounts overdue add up to about $8,400 which is about average.  Evansville Water continues to estimate some accounts like Dress subdivision which has no reason to be estimated.  I continue to battle with Evansville for accurate meter readings.

In General Town Items:  This is election year, anyone who plans to run for office needs to have their petitions completed and signed by registered voters who are residents of Darmstadt and submitted to Vanderburgh county by June 30th.  

 OLD BUSINESS:

1. Wastewater treatment plant possibility-IDEM permit
Kahre noted that council continues to discuss with Midwestern Engineers the possibilities of treating our own town wastewater since Evansville sewer continues to raise rates on the town.  The town has not passed on these rate hikes to our customers but if Evansville continues to give us rate hikes we will eventually have to pass that on to our residents.  We will continue to work on finding other cost saving ideas for our residents.  
2. Fire Contract with Scott Twp Fire Dept-Umbaugh study

Stobbs stated that we continue to work with Umbaugh and Scott Township to gather information concerning a possible fire territory to save town money.  Kahre advised that the council is in favor of forming a fire territory and is awaiting Scott Twp Fire department to get the ball rolling.  
NEW BUSINESS
1. Shop Building improvements/storage
Stobbs noted that we are still working on building an additional bay to the shop barn to store and protect our town equipment.  Kahre advised that it has been a lengthy process and we have an adjacent neighbor of the shop property who prepared a remonstrate against the clean-up effort and inside storage of the town’s equipment.  Kahre stated that if the permit for the shop extension is not approved, that the option for protecting the town’s equipment would be to bring in large shipping containers for storage, or rezone the property Industrial.
2. Opening of bids for repaving of St Joseph Ave

Kahre noted that we received 3 complete bids and one for just doing road bed replacement.  Kahre read the bids allowed for the repaving, the areas to dig out and replace and the optional thermoplastic.  Kahre read bids from E & B Paving, JH Rudolph, Metzger and Gayland Farney.  Bids will be taken under advisement from council.
Superintendent’s Report 
Jeff Goerges advised that they have been working on the intersection drainage at Boonville-New Harmony and St Joseph Avenue.  Jeff let council know that 928 W Boonville-New Harmony asked for some additional driveway rock from when they had dug across there performing some work.  Council agreed to recover her drive in the area that was disturbed.  Jeff noted that we need to go over a plan for installing sewer lines in Korb subdivision which has begun selling lots to build upon.  Jeff advised that the taps had been paid many years ago but that the sewer basin kit & installation at the current fee will be due from the new property owners to connect to the town sewer system.
Board member’s comments 

Stobbs noted that we had a couple drivers try to drive around the town barricades and got stuck in someone’s private property.  The sheriff was called.
Paul Freeman stated that the guys did a great job on the repairs to the intersection at BNH & St Joseph where there was a large sinkhole starting.  

Attorney’s comments 

No attorney comments
Resident’s comments 

A resident asked where all the firetrucks were headed this morning.  Jeff replied there was an accident on Darmstadt Road.
A resident advised that the metal plates that are on the end of Tibarand road keep popping up.  Council and Superintendent will come up with a solution and get that repaired.  

Same resident also asked if we could plant some trees on the south side of the shop property.  

Carol Schlumpf advised that the neighbors need to realize that planting trees and barricading around the shop will only cause possible problems with burglary.  

Carol Schlumpf also asked if anything could be done about the property with sheep on it.  Krista Lockyear advised that the property is zoned agricultural and they are within their rights to have sheep.  
A resident asked if there was a leash law in town.  Council advised there was not a leash law in Darmstadt.
