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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm. In attendance were President Bob Stobbs, Clerk-Treasurer Mallory Lowe, council members Paul Freeman and Phil McElroy. Also present was Attorney and Superintendent Jeff Goerges.  Council Member Steve Kahre was absent.
McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to accept the minutes from last month. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve last month’s financial report. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 3-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:
Mallory Lowe: We have received our LOIT special distribution that IACT spoke in detail about at our roundtable meeting a couple months ago.  All units received this in different amounts from the state.  Ours was $7,554 and it was required that we make a brand new fund just for this special distribution.  So as you know, I keep all the accounting records in triplicate, I've made this new fund and it will be added to all our fund reports.  As state required, we had to put at least 75% in the new fund but 25% could go into the general fund, so I did that.  

We are also voting on the Internal Controls ordinance which was another new item required by the State for all units.

We will be receiving our settlement from the county sometime this month.  I am awaiting our settlement, then I will pay the fire department the 1st payment $27,500 this year of the $55,000 total contract for 2016.

In the Utility Department:  In the sewer department, I have received several requests for pool fillings adjustments.  As always, I am keeping a spreadsheet log of all calls for pool fillings and leaks and I adjust during the appropriate billing period to the homeowners average usage.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Update on repairs made to 4H Playground

Stobbs advised that the town donated $3,000, the Civitan Club donated $700 and the 4H Center donated $1,000.  New mulch has been put down, the new replacement equipment has been ordered and should be installed this week.

2.   Update on repairs to Jordan Lane

Stobbs noted that the council has been working on receiving grants for road paving.  We will wait to see if we receive these funds to help us with road improvements.  Council is working on finalizing the road grant paperwork which is due next month.

NEW BUSINESS  

1.  Area Plan Commission
Blaine Oliver explained that they just finished updating the land use report for Vanderburgh County.  Blaine Oliver stated that there is not much changed suggested for Town of Darmstadt area.  He brought maps and explained this is a guide required by state law council can go by when zoning proposals come up.

2. Ordinance 2016-1 Adopting Internal Controls
Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the Internal Controls Ordinance 2016-1. Ordinance passed by 3-0 voice vote.
Superintendent’s Report 
Jeff Goerges advised that before we do any road striping, he would like to know if we could rent a street sweeper to clear off the edges of the roads to prepare them for the new stripes.  They had 26 sewer service calls last month.  They repaired brake lines on dump truck.  Jeff mentioned that he is making a list of roads that need repaving.  

Fire Chief Report
Adam Farrar gave an update on recent fire and ambulance calls in the area.  Farrar also distributed a hard copy report to all council members on the latest runs, percentages and statistics. 
Board member’s comments 

Paul Freeman stated that he and Jeff have discussed that there are some gravel driveways in town that some homeowners have asked the town to maintain, but the town cannot maintain private gravel lanes.
