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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm.  In attendance were president Bob Stobbs, council member Phil McElroy, council member Paul Freeman and council member Steve Kahre.  Also present was superintendent Garry Sierra and town attorney Adam Farrar.

Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the minutes from last month, the motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

Freeman made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve the financial report for last month. The motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the claims on the Accounts Payable Voucher.  The motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER:

Lowe noted that she picked up the property tax settlement from county.  We received $54,778 for general fund and $17,768 for CCD fund.  Lowe advised she has paid out the semi annual fire department contract for $32,774 and the annual contract payment for the Sheriff’s department for $ 19,500.  

Lowe advised she has been working on the budget forms and tax levies for 2011.  Lowe also stated she will have a budget meeting with the State Board of Accounts on August 9th at the Civic Center.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Old condemned home at 1719 Fleener Road:

Stobbs advised that a letter has been sent to the owner that the property needs to be demolished.  Russ Bittner stated to council that he has been doing some work for the owners of this property and has given the owners bids on razing the house from Allen Relleke and John Hahn.  

2.  Update on preventative maintenance program from superintendent:

Sierra noted that the program is going well and on schedule.  They have been using the new sealant gaskets and they have been working well.  Kahre will get 4 more cases of the gaskets.  Sierra advised they have replaced inlet baffles and have not found any connected gutters on the smoke testing so far.  

3.  Update from Pat Gould of Lamac on sewer project:

Kahre advised that he spoke with Pat Gould and that he is still completing the feasibility study and will bring the completed report to next month’s meeting.

4.  Renewal of Town Insurance policies:

Stobbs advised that our renewal is due for our town policies.  Stobbs met with Doug Bays our agent and our totals were only $338 more than last year.

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Kahre to pass the Homestead ordinance and resolution for 2011.  The motion passed by a 4-0 voice vote.

2. Superintendent’s comments:  

Sierra stated that he has been gathering quotes to trim the trees along Boonville-New Harmony and Wortman road to get ready for the school bus routes.  Sierra advised that they will be capping off the sewer at the demolished home on Darmstadt road next door to Salem Church, they will also be pulling out the pump station and filling in the septic tank.

Sierra advised that he would like to put Lou through a basic electrical course.  McElroy will look into finding one.

Sierra noted that we still needed a furnace for the garage.  Freeman will get quotes.

3.  Board member’s comments:

Kahre asked Sierra how the north field was coming along.  Sierra advised that all the rocks had been cleaned out and they will clean out the concrete pile and move the brush pile away from the salt shed so it can be burned.

Stobbs advised that he would like us to have another town meeting like we did a couple years ago at the Church.  Kahre stated that we should wait until after Lamac’s study is complete and after we hear a decision on the revitalization grant.

4.  Attorney’s comments:

No attorney comments.

5.  Resident’s comments:

Russ Bittner asked council if anything was going to be done about the depleting condition of the Willner’s garage which is across the street from his home.  Kahre advised that we have contacted the owner and have requested several times that the property needed to be cleaned up.  Kahre and Stobbs will work on getting the property cleaned up and the abandoned cars out of there.
