Freeman made a motion, seconded by Kahre to approve the accounts payable claims. Motion passed 4-0 voice vote.   
 
CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Mallory Lowe:  In the clerk's office:  I will be meeting with the Department of Local Government finance in August to go over our budget numbers for 2016, set publication dates and meeting dates.  I am working on draft budget reports and numbers to give to council for review. 
In the Utility Office:  We received notice of payment on a few of our outstanding sewer liens from Vanderburgh county.  I continue to send out overdue notices.  
In General Town items:  We expect to receive the county settlement at the end of this month. 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
 
1.   Wastewater treatment possible alternatives to EWSU 
Kahre advised that we are awaiting some additional information from the engineering firm who is working on it. 
 
2.   Fire contract with Scott Twp
Stobbs noted that Umbaugh had completed their study and we reached an agreement with Scott Twp Fire for fire protection and EMS service for 2015 and 2016 for $55,000 per year.  Then to form fire territory there after. 
 
3.   Shop building improvements/storage 
Kahre stated that he has spoken with Morley & Associates and they continue to work with FEMA for permits needed. 
   
4.Repaving of St Joseph Ave 
Stobbs advised that the repaving of St Joseph Avenue went well and is complete.
 
   
NEW BUSINESS 
 1.  Homestead 2016 
Stobbs stated that the Homestead Resolution and Ordinance will be the same as last year for 8% homestead exemption.   Freeman made a motion, seconded by Sanders to accept the Homestead Ordinance for 2016.  Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  Freeman made a motion, seconded by Sanders to accept the Homestead Resolution for 2016.  Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote. 
 
 2.  Contract Renewal with EWSU 
Kahre noted that we are still working with EWSU to make small changes to the contract renewal. 
 
Superintendent’s Report  
Jeff Goerges advised that they had 15 service calls in June.  They have been working on the Korb Manor new subdivision sewer installation project which is about half complete.  Jeff Goerges stated that we are going to do away with the plastic check valves because they are failing.  We will begin using brass check valves.     
  
Board member’s comments  
Sanders noted that he received compliments from residents on the town mowing. 
Kahre stated that the drain on Tibarand is still popping up occasionally.  Kahre also stated that the side of the road needs work in a few spots along BNH.   
Stobbs advised that he has spoken with the contractor who will build the shop extension and will get us on the schedule as soon as we received an ok from FEMA. 
 
Attorney’s comments  
Lockyear stated that she is working on the EWSU contract. 
 
 Resident’s comments  
Crystal Kahre brought up that her, town clerk Mallory Lowe and some members from Trinity Church are interested in restarting the Darmstadt Days again.  Lowe mentioned they needed to meet and contact interested individuals. 
 
Jared Behrman of 2040 Fleener Road stated that he is still having problems with his pump station.  During hard rains he is getting backflow into his house.  Jeff advised that we may have to move the entire pump station.  Council will discuss and come up with a solution.  If we move the station, Kahre stated we would need an easement from the homeowner.
