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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm.  In attendance were president Bob Stobbs, council member Phil McElroy, council member Steve Kahre and council member Dayna Riggs.  Also present was town attorney Adam Farrar.

Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the minutes from last month, the motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Riggs to approve the financial report for last month. The motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  

Kahre made a motion, seconded by Riggs to approve the claims on the F364 Accounts Payable Voucher.  The motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER:

Lowe advised council that we are still in the middle of our state required software transition to Keystone.  The transition will probably continue for about 4 more months before we can go full Keystone software.  In the meantime, Lowe stated she is keeping a complete set of double books for all funds, ledgers & payroll.  The budget and payroll modules have been completed and Lowe is currently working on this in addition to our current software programs.
Lowe stated our legislation deadlines for submitting our budget have changed but we are still on schedule and will have the public hearing tonight and the budget adoption meeting at our regular October meeting.  Lowe is keeping in contact with Vanderburgh County Council to make sure all new state required deadlines for their review of our budget are being met.
Lowe noted that she received a call from Catherine Fuchs that there were some sewer problems at her property, she was pleased that the maintenance crew came out to correct the problem but is not happy about the mess they left and how long it took to complete the job and she has suggested that she shouldn’t have to pay her sewer charges for this month.  Council discussed this issue and concluded that we could not credit sewer charges; however they will get with Sierra to make sure all is completed and cleaned up on her property.  Sierra had before and after pictures of this project.

Troy Tornatta to speak about our Purdue Extension and Shopping Center:

Tornatta addressed council about the Purdue Extension lease running up soon and potential of moving into a larger space.  Tornatta advised that they have decided to sign a new 3 year lease to stay in Darmstadt.  He also mentioned the large shopping center and that if he or any of the other county commissioners could help Darmstadt with revitalizing that area they would be more than happy to offer any services they can.  Tornatta stated to Mallory Lowe that he will keep us informed on any information or programs that will be of interest to us via email.  Kahre thanked him for his help and for attending our meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.  Update on preventative maintenance & mag meter readings from Superintendent:

Sierra noted that the last day of 2009 preventative maintenance septic tank pumping will be this coming Thursday.  They have found 17 baffles missing and have replaced 5.  After Thursday we will have pumped out 138 septic tanks this year from the program.  Sierra has completed smoke testing on 17 homes.  He found root damage in 5 tanks with clay tile.  Kahre noted that he would like to help with the smoke testing and will get with Sierra to arrange a day to get together for work.
2.  Council to decide on the FEMA Flood Insurance Program (NFIP):

Kahre stated he attended the FEMA meeting downtown the next day after last month’s discussion.  Kahre noted that FEMA has stated that the current updated flood maps still could possibly have changes.  There were many concerns that were discussed amongst council on this issue.  After much discussion council decided table the issue for another month and revisit it at next month’s meeting after Steve Kahre can perform some further investigation.

3.  Reinstatement of the 2009 Homestead Exemption:

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Riggs to reinstate the 2009 Homestead Exemption.  Motion passed by a 4-0 voice vote.

4.  Council to decide whether to send notification to Scott Twp Fire Dept about interest in renegotiating our contract:

Council discussed this issue and noted the fact that our residents are also making personal donations via Scott Township fund raising every year.  Council decided that we will notify Scott Twp Fire Dept about renegotiating our contract.

5.  Update from Adam Farrar on BFOH’s ability to lock in our attorney fees for the next 3 years:

Farrar noted he will send out a new letter to verify this.
NEW BUSINESS:

1.  2010 Budget Public Hearing:

McElroy read through our proposed 2010 budget allowed and capital budget items that were considered in preparing the budget numbers.  Council agreed all looked good to them.  There were no comments from residents concerning the budget.

2.  Superintendent‘s comments:

Sierra mentioned he received notice from a resident on Darmstadt road that she is having problems with neighbor’s dogs entering her property.  Sierra advised that he notified her to contact the county concerning that issue.

3.  Board member’s comments:

Board members had no further comments

5.  Attorney’s comments:

No attorney comments

6.  Resident’s comments:

Mike Jarvis, the owner of North 41 Storage, noted his concerns on the FEMA flood insurance for Darmstadt.  Jarvis also commented that he was impressed with how smoothly our council meeting has run.

Roger Bippus stated his concerns about Baseline road flooding & the fire dept’s response time during rain season.
