CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

Mallory Lowe: 
In the clerk's office: Our budget meeting with the Rob Norris of the Dept of Local Government Finance is next Thursday Aug 21st. I am currently working on our budget numbers, publication dates & meeting dates to meet all required deadlines.
In the Utility Department:  

In the sewer utility department we are depleting our checking account and I will be transferring money from our sewer savings account into our sewer checking account to cover costs.  We need to watch our sewer spending.

In General Town Items:  

There is a property on Fleener road that Sohn is auctioning off on August 27th at 5:30pm.  It is the log cabin and surrounding land divided into tracts.  Sohn has all the details on their website if anyone is interested.

The Frog Follies will begin next Friday August 22nd.  As you know, this is the largest event in Darmstadt every year.  Let's make sure our roads & town look nice and are ready for the 1,000s of cars that will be in town next weekend.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   GIS mapping for sewer system

Stobbs advised that the council has discussed the GIS system and decided to postpone the issue for now.
2.   Sewer Treatment plant feasibility
Stobbs stated that council has met with several engineering firms and is discussing options.

Driveway culvert ordinance
Stobbs advised that the council has updated our driveway ordinance and read the ordinance allowed.  Freeman made a motion, seconded by Sanders to adopt this ordinance. Motion passed by a 4-0 voice vote.  
NEW BUSINESS

1.   Insurance Renewal Policies
Stobbs stated that we renewed the policies with our agent Doug Bays who has now merged with Neace Lukens.  Our agent renewed our policies and moved them from Erie Insurance to Cincinnati insurance company.
Superintendent’s Report 
Jeff Goerges stated he has spoken to Allen Relleke on projects.  Jeff advised that the tree trimming service he had scheduled to trim trees had a death in the company so that has been put on hold.  Jeff noted that Korb Manor is selling lots and will be developing soon. Jeff is working on a plan for sewer installation in that area.
Jeff also mentioned there was some paint thinner or something similar poured down the sewer which caused damage to two new lines that were recently installed.

Board member’s comments 

John Sanders mentioned he was happy with the new lights installed at St Joe & Boonville-New Harmony.

Steve Kahre asked if Jeff plans to have the town mowed and picked up before the Frog Follies.  Jeff replied he does have it scheduled.

Steve asked Jeff about the edge of road that is caving in off Wortman road and asked Jeff to call in a locate so we can see where the utility lines are.

Steve stated he knew we were having trouble with the mag meter readings after the vandalism and asked if the new meter that was installed was calibrated.  Jeff said he is meeting the meter reader out there every month now.  He doesn’t know if the meters have been calibrated.  Mallory replied that the last bill was estimated and next month may also be estimated until we receive accurate readings.
Bob Stobbs noted that we dug out and repaved some problem areas around town that turned out very nice.

Attorney’s comments 

Krista asked if council wants to add the proposed rodent ordinance to next month’s agenda.  Council agreed.
Resident’s comments 

Dean Blair of 916 Wortman road stated that the town of Darmstadt removed the culvert years ago across from across his driveway and installed a large pipe under the road that drains right across by his driveway.  Jeff Goerges noted the address and Bob Stobbs replied that we would have the situation checked out and get back with Mr. Blair. 
Ed Lutz asked some questions about the driveway culvert ordinance. Lutz asked if someone filled in their ditch in front of their house and if that is addressed in the ordinance.  Stobbs replied that it is addressed in the ordinance.
