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Board president, Bob Stobbs, called the regular town meeting to order at 7:30pm.  In attendance were president Bob Stobbs, council member Phil McElroy, council member Paul Freeman and council member Steve Kahre.  Also present was superintendent Garry Sierra and town attorney Adam Farrar.

Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to accept the minutes from last month, the motion passed by
4-0 voice vote.

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the financial report for last month. The motion passed
by 4-0 voice vote.  

McElroy made a motion, seconded by Freeman to approve the claims on the Accounts Payable Voucher.  The motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.  

CLERK-TREASURER:

Lowe advised that the 2011 budget is completed and ready for public action.  We submitted 12 copies to county council which will have a public review of the budgets for all the civil taxing units in the county on Wednesday, September 29th at 8:30am.  There will be 7 county units being reviewed at this meeting; we are second on the list right after the Evansville-Vanderburgh Public library.  I will be attending this meeting to answer any questions regarding our town budget; any council members are welcome to join me.

Lowe noted that tonight is our public budget hearing; next month will be our budget adoption meeting.  After that, we will submit our budget to state and we will await their approval.  Lowe stated to council that we also need to pass the 2011 salary ordinance before the end of the year which gives us the next 3 meetings to get that completed.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Update from Pat Gould of Lamac Sewer project:

Pat Gould submitted the updated sewer project reports and pump station maps to the council.  Council discussed the figures offered by Lamac and possible avenues to receive grants for this project.  Gould will get with Sierra to take sewer samples to measure for solids for IDEM.  Council will review the report.

2.  Update on preventative maintenance program from superintendent:

Sierra noted that the program is completed for this year.

3.  Budget for 2011 (pre-adoption public hearing):

Stobbs explained the budget totals and council reviewed budget and answered resident’s questions.  Budget Adoption meeting is scheduled for October 12th.
4.  Downtown Grant Contract:
The grant has been approved and will be moving forward with the planning contract soon.
 NEW BUSINESS:

1. Superintendent’s comments:  

Sierra noted two trees came down on Boonville-New Harmony road they took care of.  There was a cave in along Boonville-New Harmony around a pipe that he will repair.  Sierra advised that Chris Wolz the Vanderburgh superintendent wanted some measurements to repave the section of Old State Road & Boonville New Harmony road around the 4H center.  Sierra also noted they will work on repairing the ditches along the west side of St. Joseph Ave where the runoff from the field is overflowing the ditches on west side of road and flooding the roadway.  He stated he will also be tilling & seeding the north yard again.  Freeman suggested General rentals rents gills for $50 a day.  Sierra will look into that. 
Sierra explained that we still needed some kind of stairs for the mag meter on Boonville-New Harmony. Sierra stated that they will be working on spreaders and Koch will do repairs to snow plow.  Sierra advised that he has already received our salt prices for 60 tons for this coming season.

2.  Board member’s comments:
Freeman found a 54” commercial 900 series zero turn John Deere for $5900 for the shop.  Freeman noted to receive the government discount; the mower would need a full roll bar.  Kahre suggested Sierra test drive one first.

Kahre explained that he & Stobbs learned about fire territories from a webinar put on by IACT.  Kahre stated that they learned that a town can back out of a fire territory if necessary after entering into one if they felt need to.  Stobbs added that there were many towns interested in fire territories and they had many of their questions answered.

Stobbs stated that the council has between Jan 1st & April 1st to renew the contract or make a change.

Freeman noted that the estimates on a radiant tube heater for the shop ranged $4200-$4750.  

Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to install tube heaters in the shop area.  Motion passed by 4-0 voice vote.

McElroy stated that Lowe had researched some alternatives for a temp to step in to the clerk’s position in case of emergencies.  Lowe noted that she had spoken to a couple close towns to see what their back up plan was and they had deputies or Keystone reps to step in if needed.

Kahre stated he was concerned with the traffic jams caused by the Frog Follies this year.  There were several state troopers helping to direct traffic but still had quite a back up on hwy 41.

Kahre mentioned to Sierra to make sure to get all the mowing finished well before winter.

Kahre made a motion, seconded by McElroy to approve & have Stobbs sign the downtown planning grant contract with KKG for $50,000.

4.  Resident’s comments:

Ed Lutz from Boonville-New Harmony Road had a few questions on the budget, fire & sheriff protection that were answered by the council.

Ed Lutz also asked if the trees had indeed been trimmed as planned, Sierra stated they had.

Roger Bippus wanted to know if the county wide burn ban included Darmstadt.  Council stated that they believed we are included in county wide burn bans.
