CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT:

Mallory Lowe:  

In the clerk's office:  

I had a budget meeting with the Rob Norris of the Indiana Dept of Local Government Finance a couple weeks ago.  All went well, he reviewed all of our accounts, said everything looked good and our budget numbers were all in line for 2015.  I submitted the required 12 copies of our budget to county council for their non-binding review on September 24th.  I also advertised the budget in the newspaper twice per state requirement.  Tonight is our open public hearing for the budget, next month will be our adoption hearing.

In the Utility Department:  

We have had 6 new homeowners just in the last month.  We had a couple homeowners who had major leaks but I have notified them and they have made repairs.  I'll be placing fall liens on properties next week that remain overdue. In General Town Items:  

I did succeed in having a previous Town Clerk's name, George Kreitemeyer, taken off the town hall building records.  

I've spent many hours this week researching data & submitting reports for underwriters for a new town insurance provider quote with Bliss-McKnight. We will have a quote soon.  During this, I have updated our fixed assets records and we will also soon have new employee applications available. 

The Frog Follies went well this year without any big issues reported in town.  And Lastly, This Saturday is recycle drop-off day at the 4H Center from 8-Noon.  

 OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Sewer Treatment plant feasibility/ Engineering firm

Stobbs noted that we have chosen Midwest Engineers to work with us for the future of our sewer system.  Jon Wetzel the president of Midwest Engineers gave us an overview on their insights for Darmstadt to approach IDEM on a potential future sewer treatment system. 

Kahre made a motion seconded by Sanders to agree to Midwest Engineers quote to perform a preliminary study, anti-degregation review and meet with IDEM for a total up to $6,500.  The motion passed by a 4-0 voice vote.

Jon Wetzel will get a list together of numbers and information they will need to begin their study and review.  Jon will get with Mallory to gather & prepare information.

2.   Rodent processing ordinance

Krista Lockyear has the first reading of the rodent processing ordinance.  The second reading will be next month at the October meeting.
3.   Building Addition

Stobbs stated that he had a quote for an addition to the maintenance building for extra needed storage area for equipment, including insulation, plus new paint, new outer skin on the entire building and snow guard on the entire building.  With all work to be done to council specifications for a grand total of $24,063.83.  Kahre made a motion seconded by Sanders to accept the bid from Daviess County Metals for the total of $24, 063.83.

1.   Public Hearing for 2015 Budget

Mallory Lowe read aloud the budget numbers for each main fund proposed for 2015.  Complete budget reports were also made available to the council as well as the public.
Superintendent’s Report 
Jeff Goerges advised that they completed the drain replacement across Fleener Road, it is now ready for paving.  Jeff mentioned that we used Allen Relleke’s excavating service to perform the work but that the excavator caused some damage to Fleener Road.  Jeff mentioned that our part-timer Tim Gesselman put in a new drop ceiling in the town hall room.  He had the tree trimming service trim all the tree limbs hanging over all the public roadways and mentioned he was having some trouble having the gas and fiber optic lines located. Jeff advised that we still need to make repairs to Wortman Road.
